Information

[ Motivation]

For the purpose of establishing and enhancing the research capabilities, students are invited
to present their third-year doctoral program projects, including the background and
significance as well as the plan and preparation status of the research. It is essential to clearly
and parsimoniously elaborate and present their works so that non-specialists would find them
interesting and meaningful.

Eligibility: As a general rule, the second-year doctoral students are eligible. (Those
in the first year may be eligible, if they are under a shortened program)

Attendees: All students in an advanced stage (e.g., PhD students) and faculty members
(particularly, advisors of presenters). The students in their early stages (e.g.,
Master’s Program students) are also welcomed.

Dates: 1st presentation: July 17, 2026 (Friday) / 13:00 ~ (scheduled) *[Online]
2nd presentation: December 18, 2026 (Friday) / 13:00 ~ (scheduled) *[Online]
*The presentation may begin in the morning depending on the number of presenters.

Duration of presentation : 20 minutes per presenter
(15 minutes of presentation + 5 minutes Q&A)

Note: The presentation is required to include explanations about the background and
application of the research for non-specialists (several slides, about 3~5 minutes).

Presenters should notify us of their first and second choices for the desired date and
time via the Google Form link below. If there is no preference, please let us know as well.
If there is any inconvenience, it is acceptable to inform us only of the first choice.

(Excerpt from the student handbook): Doctor Course Seminar B 4 credits required subject
The goal is to develop the ability to plan and to execute research projects. In particular, the
student is to submit a research plan to the Dean of the GSIS and to make a presentation of
the dissertation put together according to the submitted research plan in the dissertation
defense organized by the GSIS. The research plan is to include the background, the
preceding literature on related research and the unresolved issues, the purpose, the scheme,
the methodology, the state of preparations, the academic and social implications of the
research once the proposed plan is executed, the record of publications, the list of
references.
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
